Start planning today to invite 
friends to Rotary (both under and over 40) so we can show them the local and global 
accomplishments of our club and Rotary International.

a 20+ year project with only four countries 
still plagued by polio.  Yes the numbers of 
children contracting this dreadful disease 
is down signifi cantly compared to 20 years 
ago, but even one child affl icted is one 
child too many.  Rotary, along with several 
worldwide health organizations, will defeat 
this disease.  The Bill and Melinda Gates 
Foundation have pledged over $150 million 
dollars to help with the effort.  Every 
Rotary club in the world has been asked to 
collect $1,000 per year for the next three 
years which will be matched by the Gates 
Foundation.  Our district has pledged to 
exceed our goal of $156,000 in three years 
to $250,000, and it will be done.  If every 
member gives $83.00 per year for three 
years, we will make the pledge.
